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Triumph Tiger sales prompt bigger UK allocation
Sales of Triumph’s new Tiger 800 and 800XC models have been so strong that the Hinckley-based manufacturer has increased the production allocation for the UK market to cope with demand. In the first four months of 2011 alone, sales of the all-new adventure bikes topped the 700 mark, making it the fastest selling new model Triumph has launched in over ten years.

The new Tigers accounted for approximately 21 per cent of total sales for the business during the period January to April 2011.  In the +500cc new bike market Triumph currently enjoys a market share of approximately 20 per cent, making it the number one motorcycle manufacturer in the UK.
Universally praised by riders and the media for setting new standards in handling and responsiveness, the new Tigers are powered by a brand new 799cc, three cylinder engine, producing 95PS of power and 79Nm of torque. Common to both bikes is a rugged steel chassis, designed to cope with the demands of adventure riding. 

Guy Masters, general manager of Triumph UK, said: “We’re obviously delighted with these strong sales figures that show the appetite for these bikes is even bigger than we thought in the UK. While global orders for the Tigers are also strong, as the home market we have been able to secure additional production to satisfy continued customer demand.”
The Tiger 800 retails at just £7,149 with an additional £600 for the ABS model. The Tiger 800XC retails for £600 more than the standard model at £7,749 with an additional £600 for the ABS model. Both bikes enjoy an exceptional range of over 50 accessories including heated grips, sump guard, two-box pannier set and gel seats.
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
